On 20" November 1989, the United Nations Generakembly adopted a fundamental
document: the Convention on the Rights of the Child. This convention guarantees rights and
freedoms to children. 193 out of 195 states ratified this text which has a universal reach. In
consequence, they committed themselves o ever yt hing in order t
rights respected and applied to all the children.
